Associate of Arts Degree or have passed all sections of the Accuplacer, the College’s placement exam.

3. Once admitted, students must maintain a 3.0 average. Students who fall below a 3.0 will be notified by e-mail
that their major has automatically been changed to Child Development AAS. If a student wishes to change to
another degree or certificate they must notify their advisor and complete the appropriate paperwork.

4. Students may not receive any grade lower than a C in any general education or major course that is required by
this degree.

NOTE: To meet the requirement for transfer as part of the Statewide Articulation Agreement, NO Graduation
Substitutions are permitted.
